· Make a List of Significant Contributions/Achievements your individual had for human kind (list the discoveries/inventions/changes brought about) which helped to improve our world

REFLECT

· What is your opinion of the impact of this person on our world? Include supporting evidence.
· If I could talk to this person, I would ask them about or tell them about…?

RELATE/PREDICT
